The Somogyvar-Vinkovci Culture Urn Graves
from Slivnica 3B near Maribor

Izvlecek

V ¢lanku sta predstavljena grobova, ki sta bila na najdi$¢u Slivnica 3B odkrita ob gradnji avtoceste Slivnica-Drazenci. Na
najdisc¢u sicer prevladujejo rimskodobni ostanki, tako naselbinski kot grobovi, nekaj je bilo tudi ostankov zgodnjesrednjeves-
kih zemljank, Zarna grobova 12 in 13 pa predstavljata najstarej$i najdbi. Na podlagi primerjave najdb ju lahko uvrstimo
v kulturo Somogyvar-Vinkovci iz sredine 3. tiso¢letja pr. n. §t., v prehodno obdobje med bakreno in bronasto dobo.

Abstract

This article presents the two graves discovered at the Slivnica 3B excavation site during the construction of the Sliv-
nica-Drazenci highway. Roman remains are prevalent on the site, both in settlements and graves. Some remains of early
medieval earth houses were also found. The urn graves 12 and 13 are the oldest finds at the site. Based on a comparison
of the finds, they can be classified into the Somogyvar-Vinkovci culture from the middle of the 3rd millennium BC, at
the transition from the Copper Age to the Bronze Age.

Arheolosko najdisce Slivnica 3B lezi vzhodno od
naselja Slivnica, na re¢nih bregovih, ki sta ju izo-
blikovala Polanski potok na severu in eden njegovih
izgonov na jugu (sl. I; 2). Pod arheolo$kim imenom
Slivnica razumemo ostanke ¢asovno razli¢nih
naselbin in grobis¢, raziskanih med letoma 1996
in 2007. Oznacena so kot Slivnica 1,! Slivnica 22

in Slivnica 3.> Gre za povezane sklope, ki so jih
raziskovali razli¢ni raziskovalci, razen dela najdisca
Slivnica 2% pa $e niso docakali celostne objave.
Pred arheoloskimi izkopavanji so imeli okoligki
prebivalci na prostoru najdisca svoje njive in pasnike.

Na delu, poimenovanem Slivnica 3, so potekala
arheoloska izkopavanja pred gradnjo avtoceste
Slivnica-Drazenci.?

Vecino arheoloskih ostalin na najdi§¢u Slivnica
3 lahko povezemo z rimskim obdobjem. Odkrito

je bilo grobisce iz druge polovice 1. in 2. stoletja
z enaindvajsetimi raziskanimi grobovi, $estimi
ru$evinami grobnic, ki pa jih ni vedno mogoce
povezati z raziskanimi grobovi, petimi pe¢mi ter
ve¢ jamami in jamami za kole. Prav tako je bilo
odkritih devet zgodnjesrednjeveskih jam, ostankov
zemljank, iz ¢asa med 7. in koncem 9. stoletja.
Na juznem delu najdisca, precej stran od rimskih
in zgodnjesrednjeveskih grobov in naselbinskih

ostankov, sta bila najdena grobova iz ¢asa na
prehodu iz bakrene v zgodnjo bronasto dobo (sl. 3).

Zaradi casovnega sosledja izkopanih grobov, ki
niso bili lo¢eni po arheoloskih obdobjih alilegi na
najdiscu, sta bila zgodnjebronastodobna grobova
oznacena s $tevilkama 12 in 13. Navedena grobova
predstavljata na najdis¢u edine prazgodovinske
ostanke in situ. Vkopana sta bila v ostanke paleotal,
plasti mehke pescene gline z nekaj drobnimi kam-

ni. Paleotla pa je na celotnem izkopnem polju, ne
le na juznem delu najdisc¢a, kjer sta bila najdena
bronastodobna grobova, prekrivala plast temno
sivkasto rjave meljaste gline (sl. 3-5).

Grobnih jam 12 in 13 ni bilo mogoce ugotoviti,
zato njunega obsega in oblike ne poznamo (sl. 4-5).
Zari sta bili zaradi zelo slabe ohranjenosti takoj po
odkritju izkopani skupaj z obdajajoco zemljo in
po dogovoru z Miro Strm¢nik Guli¢, odgovorno

konservatorko Zavoda za varstvo kulturne dediscine
Slovenije, OE Maribor, skupaj s preostalimi najdba-
mi prepeljani v nadaljnjo obdelavo v Pokrajinski
muzej v Mariboru.

CASOVNA OPREDELITEV

Loncema s trakastimi rocaji na trebuhu iz obeh
grobov (sl. 6; 7; t. 1: 1; 2: 6) najdemo primerjave na
najdis¢ih, pripisanih kulturi Somogyvar-Vinkovci.6
Podobno velja za kroglasti skledi, najdeni v grobu
13 (sl. 8; t. 2: 4-5),7 in koni¢no skledo (s 9; t. I:
2)8 iz groba 12. Tudi majhna skledica iz groba 12
(sl. 105 t. 1: 3) sodi med tipe, zastopane na najdiscih
kulture Somogyvér-Vinkovci. Ne glede na razli¢ne
koni¢ne ali bikoni¢ne profilacije skledic jih poleg

Njihova uporaba nam ni znana,!’ morda gre za
oljenke.!!

Na keramiki kulture Somogyvar-Vinkovci z najdis¢
Za Rascico pri Krogu in Zaloznica pri Kamniku
pod Krimom je zaslediti tudi okras vrezanih vodo-
ravnih in navpic¢nih ¢rt ter $rafiranih trikotnikov
med njimi,'? enako kot pri eni od kroglastih skled
iz groba 13 (sl. 8; t. 2: 5), okras z odtisi prstov na
zunanjem robu ustja kot pri koni¢ni skledi iz groba
12 (sl. 95 t. 1: 2)1 in preluknjane vodoravne drzaje
na robovih ustij posod kot pri kroglasti skledi iz
groba 13 (t. 2: 4).14

Zanajdisce Slivnica 3B kaze, da je bilo ze vse od
prazgodovine zaradi naravnih pojavov (poplave)
in posegov cloveka (razli¢na raba terena, jarki
razli¢nih namenov, predvsem pa poljedelstvo)
v veliki meri uniceno. Najstarej$e arheoloske
ostaline na najdi$¢u predstavljata grobova 12 in
13, ki sta uvr§cena v ¢as t. i. kulture Somogyvar-
Vinkovci, to je na prehod iz bakrene v zgodnjo
bronasto dobo. Grobova sta bila vkopana v
edini ostanek plasti t. i. paleotal, ki predstavlja
najstarej$o kulturno plast na najdis¢u. Oc¢itno gre
za rahlo vzdignjen prostor, neke vrste “otoc¢ek” na
poplavnem oz. mocvirnem obmodju, kjer je nizje
lezece plasti preprosto odneslo. Grobovi kulture
Somogyvar-Vinkovci spadajo med redke najdbe,
e posebej to velja za zarne grobove,!® zato sta
grobova iz Slivnice za razumevanje nacina poko-
pa in grobnih ritualov, znadilnih za sredino 3.
tisocletja, Se toliko pomembnejsa.

Translation

The Slivnica 3B archaeological site lies east of
the Slivnica settlement, on the river banks formed
by the Polanski stream in the north and one of
its expulsions in the south (Fig. 1; 2). Under the
archaeological name Slivnica, we list the remains
of various settlements and cemeteries explored
between 1996 and 2007. They are marked as
Slivnica 1,! Slivnica 2,2 and Slivnica 3.3 These
are interrelated sets that various researchers have
investigated over the years, except for part of
the Slivnica 2 site,* which has not yet received a
comprehensive publication.

In the time before the archaeological excavati-
ons, the area comprised fields and pastures owned
by locals.

Archaeological excavations were carried out on
the part named Slivnica 3 before the construction
of the Slivnica-Drazenci highway.’

Most of the archaeological remains of Slivnica
3 can be linked to the Roman period. A cemetery
from the second half of the 1°' and 2"¢ centuries
was discovered with twenty-one explored graves,
six tomb ruins, which cannot always be associated
with explored graves, five kilns and several pits and
postholes. Nine early medieval pits, remnants of
earth houses from the 7" and the end of the 9t
century, have also been discovered. In the southern
part of the site, far away from Roman and early
medieval graves and settlement remains, two graves
dating from the Copper Age to the Early Bronze
Age were found (Fig. 3).

Due to the order in which graves were exca-
vated, since they were not separated at the site

according to archaeological periods or location,
the early Bronze Age graves were marked as gra-
ves 12 and 13. These graves represent the only
prehistoric remains in situ at the site. They were
dug into the remains of the old ground level: a
layer of soft, sandy clay with some small stones.
The old ground level was covered with a layer
of dark greyish-brown silty clay, which covered
the entire excavation field, not only the southern
part of the site where the Bronze Age graves were
found (Fig. 3-5).

Grave pits of graves 12 and 13 could not be
identified, so their extent and shape are unknown
(Fig. 4-5). The urns and other finds were exca-
vated immediately after their discovery, with the
surrounding soil still attached due to their poor
condition. In agreement with Mira Strm¢nik Guli¢,
the responsible conservator of the Institute for the
Protection of Cultural Heritage of Slovenia, Regi-
onal Unit Maribor, the urns were taken to further
processing in the Regional Museum in Maribor.

THE CHRONOLOGY

For the two pots with ribbon handles on the
body from both graves (Fig. 6; 7; PL. 1: 15 2: 6),
comparisons can be found in sites attributed to the
Somogyvar-Vinkovci culture.® This is also true for
the two spherical dishes found in grave 13 (Fig. 8;
Pl. 2:4-5)7 and a conical dish (Fig. 9; PL 1: 2)8 from
grave 12. Even the small dish from grave 12 (Fig.
10; PL. 1: 3) belongs to the types represented in the
sites of Somogyvar-Vinkovci culture. Regardless
of the different conical or biconical profiling of
the bowls, they are comparable by similar rough

workmanship in addition to their size.” Their use
is unknown; perhaps they are oil lamps.!°

The Somogyvar-Vinkovci culture pottery from
the sites Za Rascico pri Krogu and Zaloznica pri
Kamniku pod Krimom features ornaments of en-
graved horizontal and vertical lines and hatched
triangles between them,!! as seen in one of the
spherical dishes from grave 13 (Fig. 8; Pl 2: 5),
a fingerprint ornament on the outer edge of the
rim, as in the conical dish from grave 12 (Fig. 9;
Pl 1: 2)!? and perforated horizontal lugs at the
rim edges, as in the spherical dish from grave 12
(PL 2: 4).13

The remains found on the Slivnica 3B excavation
site have been damaged since prehistoric times
due to natural phenomena (floods) and human
interventions (different uses of the terrain, trenches
for different purposes, and especially agricultu-
re). The oldest archaeological remains at the site
are graves 12 and 13, attributed to the so-called
Somogyvar-Vinkovci culture, dating between the
Copper and Early Bronze Age. The graves were
dug in the only remnant of the old ground level,
representing the site’s oldest cultural layer. Appa-
rently, the space there was slightly elevated, a kind
of ‘islet’ within the flood/swamp area, where the
lower-lying layers were swept away. The graves of
the Somogyvar-Vinkovci culture are rare finds,
which is especially true for urn graves.!* This is
why the graves from Slivnica 3B are even more
important for understanding funerary customs
and burial rituals in the mid-3" millennium.
