(I1/2): it contains the second half of the papers read at the international musicological
conference Functional and autonomous in music: patterns and meanings, organized by
the Institute of musicology of the Scientific research centre of the Slovenian academy of
sciences and arts in Ljubljana on 19 and 20 October 2006. The volume includes papers on
nineteenth-century opera reception and opera aesthetics at a pan-European level, and on
music and musical life in Slovenia in the nineteenth and twentieth centuries. Each of these
papers in its own way brings a topical viewpoint to bear on the question of functional vs.
autonomous in music.
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
